Founded in the 1919-1920 season, Virginia Water FC celebrated its centenary in 2020, marking
100 years of grassroots football. In its early days, the club received royal support from King
Edward VIl and King George VI, who gifted the club its current ground—a legacy that
continues to inspire.

Starting in the Woking & District League, the club progressed through the Surrey Intermediate
and Spartan Leagues. A milestone came in 1969 when Sir Stanley Rouse, CBE, then FIFA
President, opened the clubhouse at The Timbers, named in honour of founder Harry Timbers.
Promotion to the Combined Counties League followed in 1970, along with qualification for the
FA Vase. The 1980s brought challenges, including relegation, but the club bounced back in
1990/91, winning the Surrey Intermediate Cup and earning promotion. The mid-90s were a
golden era, with three consecutive Surrey County Premier Cup wins and a League and League
Cup Treble in 1997.

After stints in various Surrey leagues, the club joined the Surrey Elite League in 2010. Despite
cup success, promotion remained elusive until the arrival of Ceri Jones in 2015-16, who guided
the team to a fourth-place finish. Following Richard Banks being appointed as Head Coach
together they led the club to back-to-back promotions into the Hellenic League Division One
and then the Premier Division, capped by a cup double in 2016-17. Following consolidation in
the Hellenic Premier, the club moved to the Combined Counties Premier League (North) due to
league restructuring. In 2021-22, Ceri Jones became Director of Football, appointing Adam
and Jake Bessent. Under their leadership, the club reached the Senior County Cup Final and
achieved its highest-ever league finish of 7th place.

The 2023-24 season saw Adam Sams take over as First Team Manager, assisted by Ben
Warren, leading the club to another 7th place finish and a League Cup Final appearance. In
2024-25, the team entered a ground share at Slough Town, finishing 9th and reaching the FA
Cup First Qualifying Round, narrowly losing to Horsham FC.

At the end of July, Adam Sams stepped down, and Dan Bailey was promoted to Player
Manager, supported by Ben Warren, Chris Ellis, and Dave Atkins. On 21 October, Dan Bailey
and Chris Ellis stepped down from their roles. The club is now excited to welcome Paul
McCarthy and Ryan Parsons as the new management team, supported by Dave Atkins and
Ben Warren. Paul brings a wealth of non-league experience, having managed Ashford Town
and worked with Chertsey Town, and is known for his strong leadership and success.

Off the pitch, Virginia Water FC continues to thrive. Plans are underway for a new ground
development back in Virginia Water. The Youth Section is booming, with 27 teams (20 boys
and 7 girls) and over 300 players. On Saturdays, the club runs three joiner classes—Wildcats,
Squads, and Football Fanatics—welcoming 50 new players to begin their football journey.

Kidlington Football Club — A Proud History

Founded in 1909, Kidlington Football Club has grown from
humble village roots into a respected name in Oxfordshire
football. The club’s journey is one of perseverance,
community pride, and sporting ambition.

Early Years and First Triumphs

Kidlington played local village football until the outbreak
of the Second World War. Success came slowly, but in
1929, the club lifted its first trophy—defeating Fritwell 2-1 in the Lord Jersey Cup Final
at Bicester Town’s ground. The Lord Jersey Cup was fiercely contested among Cherwell
Valley villages, with players required to prove residency—a testament to the deep local
rivalries of the time.

Post-War Progress and League Ascension

In 1945, Kidlington stepped up to the Oxford City Junior League, enjoying notable
success in both league and cup competitions. By 1951, the club sought stronger
opposition and joined the Oxfordshire Senior League, competing against teams like
Witney Town, Morris Motors, and Thame United. The formation of the Hellenic League
in 1953 reshaped the local football landscape. Kidlington won the Senior League title
that season and joined the new league in 1954, marking a significant step forward.

A Season to Remember — 2015/16

The 2015-16 season stands as the most successful in the club’s history. Under manager
Martin Wilkinson and his team—Paul Harwood, Julian Chalmers, McCalmon, and
Jermaine McSporran—Kidlington were crowned Hellenic League Premier Division
Champions. The club also enjoyed its best-ever runs in national competitions:

e FA Vase: Reached the Quarter-Finals, narrowly losing to Bowers & Pitsea after a
replay.

* FA Cup: Progressed impressively before bowing out to Gloucester City, a Conference
side.

Promotion to the Evo-Stik League Division One Central followed, placing Kidlington at
Step 4 of the football pyramid for the first time. Though Wilkinson stepped down early
in the 2016-17 season due to work commitments, his legacy remains firmly etched in
club history.



Recent Achievements

Kidlington continues to thrive:
e 2021: Winners of the Hellenic League Challenge Cup.

e 2023/24 & 2024/25: The Reserves claimed back-to-back Oxfordshire Intermediate
Cup victories, showcasing the depth and development within the club.

Kidlington FC remains committed to its community roots while striving for excellence on
and off the pitch. With a proud history and a promising future, the club continues to
inspire players, supporters, and the wider Oxfordshire football family.
